Some bible versions appear to portray the Children of Israel traveling on the 15™ day of the second month. This would pose a problem for
someone to claim this day to be a Seventh day Sabbath rest. See examples below as seen from www.biblegateway.com

Exodus 16:1-2: Two English bible translations which specifically state Israel departed Elim on the 15th day.
On the fifteenth day of the second month after they had left Egypt, the whole company of Israel moved on from Elim to the Wilderness of Sin which is between
Elim and Sinai. The whole company of Israel complained against Moses and Aaron there in the wilderness.

Exodus 16:1-2: Three English bible translations which specifically state Israel arrived in the wilderness of sin on the 15th day.
Then the whole community of Israel set out from Elim and journeyed into the wilderness of Sin, between Elim and Mount Sinai. They arrived there on the
fifteenth day of the second month, one month after leaving the land of Egypt. 2 There, too, the whole community of Israel complained about Moses and Aaron

Exodus 16:1-2: Thirteen English bible translations imply they departed from Elim and arrived in the wilderness of sin on the 15th day meaning they made the trip
in one day.

And they journeyed from Elim, and all the congregation of the children of Israel came to the Wilderness of Sin, which is between Elim and Sinai, on the fifteenth
day of the second month after they departed from the land of Egypt. 2 Then the whole congregation of the children of Israel complained against Moses and
Aaron in the wilderness.

Why would this be an issue? Numbers 33:10-11 has time specific testimony regarding this travel event and it illustrates that not all bibles are speaking a truth
for this event.
Numbers 33: 10 They moved from Elim and camped by the Red Sea. 11 They moved from the Red Sea and camped in the Wilderness of Sin.

It becomes very clear that the trip from Elim to the Wilderness of Sin took more than one day. So which of the bible verses above are
not telling the truth since the trip from Elim to the wilderness of sin obviously took more than one day?

Is it the two translations which specifically state they left Elim on the 15t day?
Is it the three translations which specifically state they arrived in the Wilderness of Sin on the 15 day?
Is it the thirteen translations which imply they made the trip from Elim to the Wilderness of Sin in a single day?

Is it none of thee above due to Hebrew punctuation Errors and verse line breaks which were added to the written testimonies later in
history. Something inspired the Christian confusion in translation that we see illustrated on this page and the evidence points to the
Hebrew punctuation and verse line breaks. Is the 15™ day testimony specific to the complaint of hunger that followed after the travel
was complete and camp was established in the Wilderness of sin? The pages that follow will help give a visual representation of the
distance a large group of people would have had to travel with women, children, animals and all their belongings to reach each
specified destination.
