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Jews illustrate that the High Day is a General term used to describe
the feast days as a whole. If you notice on this Jewish chart listing all
the Jewish feast days (High days) that the High Day occurs at every
feast of Every year encompassing the full duration of the ceremonial
Sabbath celebrations. Some of the feast days illustrated on this chart
were not instituted by the Laws of Moses, but were instituted at later
points in Jewish history to commemorate significant events.

None of the 4 Bible Gospels illustrate Christ being Chosen by the
people on the tenth day of the first month. 3 bible Gospels then go on to imply that Christ was still alive on the 15th day of the first month about to eat Passover only to die on the 16th day of the first
month. (Matthew 26: 17-18, Mark 14:12, Luke 22:7) These 3 verses imply that Christ did not die on the 14th day when the Lamb was to be sacrificed. The verses only create speculation. There are
many differing denominational theories for these 3 verses to attempt to explain them, but the three verses of testimony do the most damage in destroying Christ's credibility as the Passover Lamb.

This is a Major Problem with this story since three Gospels claim the women were at the tomb observing the burial,
Two gospels mention the women feeling the need to prepare spices and anoint the body, yet those three gospels make no mention of Nicodemus with spices. It would not be
a truth to speculate that the women were preparing spices brought by Nicodemus, especially if Nicodemus being at the tomb is false testimony and was never really present for
the burial.

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Understanding The Feast of weeks, first fruits, Pentecost!
Many Christians today have the misconception that the first fruits overcame death when they were raised from the graves on the day Christ rose from the Tomb. Before those
risen from graves could see the kingdom of heaven, they first had to be born again by the wisdom and light of God since they were raised from what Christ called sleep. It is this
misconception that cause some people today to reject the reality of a Wednesday Crucifixion with a resurrection during the midnight hours of the first day of the week. Though
people were raised from their graves on the day Christ rose from the Tomb. They who rose with Christ had yet to rise from the spiritual death. They had to be born again. There
were many that Christ rose from physical death/sleep prior to his crucifixion and resurrection, but none were raised from spiritual death until Pentecost. This is why Christ is the
first faithful witness. Rev 1:5 and from Jesus Christ, the faithful witness, the firstborn from the dead. This was accomplished for Christ on the day of His baptism of Water
and Spirit at the beginning of His ministry. On Pentecost There were many who were born from spiritual death (born again) and at that time, Begotten of the heavenly parent .
Though the bible in its current state does not mention the details of what Christ taught for many days after his resurrection from the tomb, there are ancient text that do mention
them. His words were the feast of weeks for those who came out of their graves. Jesus taught them until the day of His ascension. The Apostles along with those who came out
of graves would have received the outpouring of the Holy Spirit on the day of Pentecost (Day of the giving of the Word/Law). The day of Pentecost (the word/Law/spirit of God)
dwelled in the Temple made with out mans hands. They walked in the day and no longer stumbled. We in the darkness of night still stumble and make excuses for this!

Understanding the spiritual meaning of
Pentecost and the feast of weeks can only
be understood if we know what Christ
accomplished in the flesh and what he is
wanting us to accomplish through His
example. Here is the Jewish
understanding for Pentecost.

Shavu'ot, the Festival of Weeks, is the
second of the three major festivals with
both historical and agricultural
significance (the other two are Passover
and Sukkot). Agriculturally, it
commemorates the time when the first
fruits were harvested and brought to the
Temple, and is known as Hag ha-Bikkurim
(the Festival of the First Fruits).
Historically, it celebrates the giving of the
Torah at Mount Sinai, and is also known
as Hag Matan Torateinu (the Festival of the
Giving of Our Torah).

The period from Passover to Shavu'ot is a
time of great anticipation. We count each
of the days from the second day of
Passover to the day before Shavu'ot, 49
days or 7 full weeks, hence the name of
the festival. See The Counting of the
Omer. The counting reminds us of the
important connection between Passover
and Shavu'ot: Passover freed us
physically from bondage, but the giving of
the Torah on Shavu'ot redeemed us
spiritually from our bondage to idolatry
and immorality. Shavu'ot is also known as
Pentecost, because it falls on the 50th

day; Hebrew calendar numerical dates differ from Gregorian calendar. Week cycle and lunar cycle remain consistent
