Exodus 12 and 16 help us to reveal the time line of the original Passover Lamb.  The Laws of Moses and time as God defined it reveals that the Original 

Passover Lamb was slain on a Wednesday.  That information can be found at this link in a very detailed short study. This is important to understand if we are to 

know for sure what Jesus claimed to fulfill as well as speak truth regarding the death and resurrection event since we are to speak according to the Laws of 

Moses and the testimony (spirit of Prophecy); Otherwise we do not believe Godôs witness of his son (prophecy) and we make Godlook like a Liar. We ourselves 

will remain liars due to false traditions if we do not understand the very laws and prophecies Jesus claimed to fulfill regarding time as God defined it.

The next four pages of this study are going to honestly and objectively portray in real time how the 4 bible gospels illustrate the placement of the events that occurred the week prior to Christ's death. 

For example: The anointing at Bethany by Mary Magdalene, the triumphal entry (Christ rides donkey into Jerusalem), the cursing of the fig tree, and Christ cleaning out the money changers from the 

temple. These events illustrate where day transitions occurred from one day to the next in the 4 bible gospels.  The problem realized when placing these events is that the events fall on different days 

depending on the gospel portraying the time line of events. The reason it is important to illustrate these events correctly is for illustrating  that Christ was in fact the Passover Lamb for the Year of His 

Crucifixion fulfilling all the Laws concerning the Passover Lamb. Some denominations existing today say Christ died Wednesday, some say Thursday, and the traditional majority claim Friday as the 

Day Christ died. Third century history will confirm that this confusion started prior to the Third century and the confusion was traditionally passed down to us from Christian forefathers. (testimony 

contained in this study) Pg. 26 

It is well known by most theologians that Christ died on the Passover which is determined by the lunar calendar.  Theologians have questioned 3 possible years 33 AD, 31 AD, and 30AD as well as 3 

possible days of the week, Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday.  When illustrating where the Passover fell for the 3 years in question in accordance with the 7 day week cycle and lunar calendar, It 

becomes evident that the Passover does not fall on a Friday Every year as God instructed the Jews to keep the feast at appointed times in accordance with the lunar calendar that God wrote into the 

Laws of Moses.  Using Godôs calendar along with time specific prophecy; will clear up many issues when trying to place the day and year of Christôs death based on the 4 bible gospels in their 

current preserved condition.  A person with a sane and rational mind will find a great many holes in each gospel which leads to the denominational differences that exist today regarding the day of 

the week and the actual year Christ experienced physical death. by crucifixion. 

By using Godôs prophecy as a light to the Christian confusion on this issue we will investigate the fulfillment of the prophecy that Godôs word is a light to the world.  Exodus 12 is a 4 day timed specific 

prophecy written into the Laws of Moses which Jesus claimed to fulfill when He stated that He fulfilled all things written in the Laws, Prophets, and Psalms concerning Him (Luke 24:44).  In Exodus 

12 the Lamb was chosen no defect by the people on the tenth day of the first month. The Lamb was kept for 4 days, and then killed on the 14th day.  We know Christ being the Passover Lamb, Had 

to die on the 14th day of the first month.  The only Event in the 4 bible gospels week prior to death events which symbolically fits the fulfillment of the Lamb being chosen with no defect by the people, 

is the Triumphal Entry.  The anointing at Bethany helps us place where the triumphal entry occurred in the week prior to Christ's Physical death.  The problem that we are faced with is that the bible 

gospels in their current state, give 2 possible days for the anointing at Bethany between 3 gospels and we are left as men to determine which testimony of men is the true witness for placing the 

anointing and triumphal entry.   We are going to use God's witness of His son (prophecy) to clarify these events.  

The book of John places the anointing at Bethany 6 days before the Passover and tells us the Triumphal entry occurred the next day.  Matt and Mark place the Anointing at Bethany by Mary 

Magdalene 2 days before the Passover, but illustrate that the Triumphal entry occurred 3 days prior to the anointing at Bethany. None of the 4 Bible Gospels illustrate Christ being Chosen by the 

people on the tenth day of the first month.  3 bible Gospels then go on to imply that Christ was still alive on the 15th day of the first month about to eat Passover only to die on the 16th day of the first 

month. (Matthew 26: 17-18, Mark 14:12, Luke 22:7)  These 3 verses imply that Christ did not die on the 14th day when the Lamb was to be sacrificed.  The verses only create speculation. There are 

many differing denominational theories for these 3 verses to attempt to explain them, but the three verses of testimony do the most damage in destroying Christ's credibility as the Passover Lamb.  

This study will reveal that the gentile scribes who interjected those verses were not familiar with Passover Laws and ancient testimony contained in this study will restore Christ's credibility lost by 

those three verses. 

In 1877 a more complete gospel with 96 chapters of information was found in a monastery that credibly fills in the blank spots giving clarity to the confusion that are in the 4 bible gospels for the week 

prior to Christôs crucifixion. The four bible gospels leads the Christian world to the denominational doctrinal confusion anddivision that exists today among the people claiming to follow Christ.  

Opinions of this monastery gospel are divided among the people who know of it.  Some say itôs a perfect Gospel, and some say itôs a 19th Century forgery.  This study will prove very objectively that 

both are incorrect by establishing with prophecy and history that the Gospel is ancient and predates the 4 roman bible gospels in content.  The study will also Prove with a legitimate objective witness 

that the Monastery gospel will provide clarity regarding the time specific events in Christôs final week when compared to the4 Roman gospels in the Christian bible. What is eventually uncovered is 

why there are variations of human perception within our bible regarding the fulfillment of prophetic events that would bare witness to Christ as Godôs Son.  Also revealed is the strongest evidence to 

date that the 4 bible gospels originated from a single written gospel source causing the tradition of inspirational authorship regarding the 4 bible gospels to lose credibility while the Word of God  

(voice of truth from heaven) begins to regain credibility as the true solid testimony, for Godôs children will hear Godôs voice, Not read it.  The corrupted writings of men will bare witness to the truth 

delivered to Godôs Children from above.

The best way to understand what Christ fulfilled in correlation with time, is to understand how God defined time and believe Godôs witness of time to be true.  The evening and morning make a Day; 7 

days in a week; New moon to new moon make a month and so oné.. The week cycle of 7 days in correlation with the lunar calendar allows us to use the calendar God used as a reliable time piece 

to go back in time and determine with 9 time specific prophecies (Godôs witness of his son) what day and year Christ experienced physical death and spiritual birth. We will discover that time specific 

prophecy will have alignments in history with other time specific prophecies. Time is scripture that can never be broken since God established time with His Word and time will bare witness to what 

Christ accomplished in fulfilling time prophecy. With God giving multiple time prophecies for the death and resurrection event, we have multiple Prophetic witnesses to establish the actual day, month, 

and year using time like a GPS for history to pinpoint the truth. 

By the end of this study your belief in the Lord will be much stronger, because we will see with confirmation from prophecy that Christ was the Lamb of God and the faithful witness, firstborn from the 

dead Rev 1:5.

With Matt 16:17, Mark 14:12, Luke 22:7 verses 

also leading to confusion as to when the day of 

unleavened bread started we have serious issues 

to iron out with out speculating.  

With these 4 MAJOR discrepancies it is 

impossible to correctly determine where events 

would have fallen based on the divided and 

possibly manipulated testimonies contained in 

our bibleôs today with out speculating where the 

events would fall which is why many 

denominations claim certain events fell on 

different days.

There is a testimony that has stood the test of 

time which helps to clear this confusion and we 

will present it as this study unfolds.

The bible testimony for the Anointing at Bethany from John 

and Mark along with historical testimony from A Gospel found in a Monastery to see if the Triumphal Entry will Fall on the 

Tenth day in accordance With exodus 12 since this is symbolic of the Lamb being chosen by the people per the first half of 

Exodus 12.  By Objectively testing this information against the prophecies and time as defined by God, it will reveal the 

correct day of Crucifixion. Time is Scripture that cannot be broken.

We are able to see many prophecies from the prophets which Jesus fulfilled, but the bible in itôs current State does not 

Illustrate with accuracy much of what he fulfilled from the Laws of Moses regarding the Lamb at the appointed times where 

events should have taken place.  Will Gospel of holy 12 illustrate Fulfillment of the time specific Lamb prophecies of Exodus 

12?  Will Jesus fulfill the Time specific Prophecies which are the most solid evidence of him being the messiah since no one 

can change time and history;  Man can only change our perception of Time by mixing events to cause confusion.  This study 

will attempt for the first time in Christian history to use the Voice of God as a light to the world/history instead of branding

history as heresy and ignoring it, since God said not to judge lest we be judged.

Two other historical documents that are not in the bible, place the ANOINTING IN Bethany differently than the bible currently portrays this event on a time 

line. To be objective we will list all the historical testimonies for the anointing in Bethany to see if Prophecy (Godôs word) is a light and see which of the 5 

historical recordings for the same event is telling the truth.  If any of these testimonies were inspired by the Holy Spirit then one will have to be solid truth 

for this event regarding when it occurred.  Not all these recordings can be truth from God if they are not speaking the full truth regarding when the event 

actually occurred.  The third century Bishop testimony reveals that the Palm Sunday tradition had not yet been established and illustrates that changes 

were made to the book of Matthew since his understanding was built primarily on the book of Matthew as it appeared in his time period.

Now when evening had come, because it was the Preparation Day, that is, the 

day before the Sabbath,  Joseph of Arimathea, a prominent council member, who 

was himself waiting for the kingdom of God, coming and taking courage, went in 

to Pilate and asked for the body of Jesus.  Pilate marveled that He was already 

dead; and summoning the centurion, he asked him if He had been dead for some 

time.

After this, Joseph of 

Arimathea, being a disciple of Jesus, but secretly, for fear of the Jews, asked 

Pilate that he might take away the body of Jesus; and Pilate gave him

permission. So he came and took the body of Jesus. and Nicodemus, who at 

first came to Jesus by night, also came, bringing a mixture of myrrh and aloes, 

about a hundred pounds. Then they took the body of Jesus, and bound it in 

strips of linen with the spices, as the custom of the Jews is to bury. Now in the 

place where He was crucified there was a garden, and in the garden a new 

tomb in which no one had yet been laid. So there they laid Jesus, because of 

the Jewsô Preparation Day, for the tomb was nearby. Now the first day of the 

week Mary Magdalene went to the tomb early, while it was still dark, and saw 

that the stone had been taken away from the tomb.

The 4 Bible Gospels on the death and resurrection are 4 half truths.  Each gospel providing unique details not present in the other corresponding gospels.  You 

will find inconsistencies in the bible testimonies regarding Women with spices, Nicodemus at the tomb with spices, and when the women actually went to the 

tomb.  With the 4 bible gospels being partial truths and inconsistent for this event, itôs difficult to see to what extent information was removed or left out of each 

individual testimony. To put this event into context regarding the full duration of time that elapsed from time of death until physical resurrection, We have to 

believe the Words Christ spoke to be true regarding 3 days and 3 nights.  Traditional perceptions effect how we perceive the 4 bible gospel half truths below.  If 

you want to see a Friday Death and first day of the week resurrection from the below testimony, This is all you will see.  If you want to see a Wednesday 

Crucifixion with a first day of the week resurrection which supports the Prophecy of 3 days and 3 nights, this is what you will see,  The below testimony can 

support either theory since the 4 testimonies are not solid and are 4 half truths.  Itôs all a matter of how you combine the information into one fluid testimony. Do 

you use Prophecy as a light to the inconsistent testimonies of men or do you use traditions of men to understand the half truths presented below?



Every word recorded in the bible today in the 4 gospels for the death and resurrection are displayed on the next 2 pages. What I attempted to do is take the 4 

bible gospel testimonies from the bible word for word as they are currently recorded. I put them into a word document and colored coded Matthew testimony 

Blue, Mark purple, Luke Gold, John in green.  Then considering the traditional perception of a Friday Death I attempted to merge the line by line Testimonies 

into one story leaving out not one word as each verse is currently recorded in Bible Testimony in correlation with real time. Most traditional Christians will just 

take from the four testimonies what they wantéignore what they cannot explain, and fill in the blanks with speculation as if they were there claiming the Holy 

Spirit inspired their testimony which differs from the next guy telling his version of the story differently than others.

So as the events unfold on the next page each gospel that has something to say will speak each line of testimony in the order it had to happen if every word is 

the inspired word of God and Christ died on Friday, then we will look at the perception of Wednesday.  The Thursday crucifixion debate ignores the most 

testimony and adds the most speculation.  None of the years in question that we have tested in this study so far even present the possibility of a Passover on a 

Thursday so we will not be entertaining this concept any further even though there are some who Claim Christ died on a Thursday.

What I discovered by objectively examining bible testimony in a line by line chronological manner in correlation with time; is a time paradox in testimony that 

could not be resolved with the concept of a Friday death which causes men to ignore portions of bible testimony to make their case for the death and 

resurrection perceptions of understanding. The time paradoxes revealed are what cause men to take one apostles testimony Higher than another.  My other 

perceptional discovery is that the 4 bible gospels on the death and resurrection are a picture perfect definition of confusion when compared to logical time and 

basic reality, so based on 1 Corinthians 14:33 God did not author what is contained in itôs current state of bible preservation leading men to confusion, 

speculations and differing testimonies for the recorded event.

When putting the events in a chronological order with the perception of 3 days and 3 nights which will be displayed two pages from this page; A Large majority 

of the testimonial confusion disappears and not one word of substance from any gospel needs to be ignored to tell a story that is consistent with the Laws of 

Moses and testimony of Jesus regarding Passover traditions and the 3 day and 3 night prophecy which Christ had to fulfill if he was the Messiah.  By putting 

bible testimony in chronological order with time as defined by God, we are essentially allowing the scripture of time to interpret the bible verses for us, instead 

of personally interpreting based on traditional perceptions what is contained in the bible.  We will neither add to it nor take away from it on the next two pages 

to see what is revealed by allowing time to interpret the verses.

What I can say with out speculation for the next few pages that will follow is that Gentile Christians, not fully understanding the customs of the laws Of Moses, 

did not understand how a preparation day fell in the middle of the week for the year that Christ died and struggled in the early Christian Movement to place 

Christôs death on a Friday by adding Information that was not originally there and taking information out.  Credible historical evidence in this study will illustrate 

that what I have just recorded, Is not a speculation, but an understanding defined by documented Christian historical testimony on pages 25 and 26.

Men have tried to ignore the perceptions of the past by simply branding them Heresy to cover the manipulation that did occur to the bible gospels we have in 

use today.  The scriptures that can never be broken are the words spoken by Christ (prophecy).

of substance need be removed or ignored and there is no more confusion. The end result is a story consistent with 3 full days and 3 full nights as seen below.

Impossible time paradox

If the below John testimony is true then 3 gospels are telling half the truth by not including 

Nicodemus in the preparation for the burial of the body of Christ. Itôs interesting that 

Johnôs Testimony puts Nicodemus at the tomb with spices, but omits the women and the 

spices completely by having only Mary on her way to the tomb on the first day of the week 

and for what reason would she be going since the body was fully prepared and no spices 

are being brought  to the tomb on the first day of week according to John?????

3 gospels speak of only Joseph preparing and burying the body of Christ.  If they are speaking 

truth then John is baring false witness by placing Nicodemus at the tomb. Only John speaks in the 

plural form to imply Joseph and Nicodemus accomplished this task. See bold underlined words



This slide illustrates that the bible testimony which is broken up and very redundant causes men to lose site of the time line of events and how they had to play out for Christ to be 

in the Tomb for 3 days and 3 nights.  Take out the redundant information and place events in a sensible Chronological order without leaving out any verse or words of substance 

and we see the full context of what occurred. Every word presented in color font is from bible scripture only. Redundant words are listed at the bottom. My comments bracketed in 

black. Everything below is supported by prophecy (testimony of Jesus) and there is no confusion, and no gospel testimony is ignored.

These two verses are prophetically questionable since Christ was already anointed by Mary in Bethany for the burial. it is mentioned in only one Gospel (John) and adds to speculation 

and confusion.  If Jesus was buried according to Jewish customs there would be no reason for the women to buy spices after the Sabbath and prepare them before the Sabbath if this 

was already completed.  This can be put back in as you will see in the G-12 text, and you still have 3 days and 3 nights. The problem is, Did someone bare false witness by saying this.

This is clear 

evidence that someone tried to take the womenôs role out of the burial of Christ. The other three gospels give fragments of information about the women and the spices.

Just an observation: The Jews did not break the legs of the criminals on the cross because Jesus died in the 9th hour. The thieves were being removed 

because the sun was about to set and it was unlawful to leave a man hanging on the tree during the Sabbath or they would be defiled against the Law.  Is it 

possible that the Jews ordered Christôs side pierced and counseled to leave him on the cross during the Sabbath? This would explain why Joseph had to go 

back to Pilate secretly for fear of the Jews, after the thieves were removed from the cross. At best estimates, there was only 3 ½ hours of sunlight left from 

Christôs time of death until sunset.  The thieves would have remained on the cross for every available hour of light since they were condemned to death.

The Burial Of Jesus 

1. NOW, when the even was come, Joseph of Arimathea, an honorable councilor, who also waited for the Kingdom of God, came and went in boldly 

unto Pilate and craved the body of Jesus. (He was a good man and just, and had not consented to the council and deed of them). 2. And Pilate 

marveled if he were already dead, and calling unto him the centurion, he asked him whether he had been any while dead. And when he knew it of the 

centurion, he gave the body to Joseph. He came therefore, and took the body of Jesus. 3. And there came also Nicodemus, who at the first came to 

Jesus by night, and brought a mixture of myrrh and aloes, about an hundred weight.

And Mary Magdalene and the other Mary, and Mary the mother of Joses 

beheld where he was laid. There at the tomb they kept watch for three days and three nights. 6. And the women also, who came with him from 

Galilee, followed after, bearing lamps in their hands and beheld the sepulcher and how his body was laid, and they made lamentation over him. 

7. And they returned and rested the next day, being a high day, and on the day following they bought and prepared spices and ointments and 

waited for the end of the Sabbath.  8. Now the next day that followed, the chief priests and Pharisees came together unto Pilate, saying, Sir we 

remember that deceiver said, while he was yet alive, After three days I will rise again.  9. Command therefore that the sepulcher be made sure until the 

third day be past, lest his disciples come by night and steal him away, and say unto the people, He is risen from the dead, so the last error shall be 

worse than the first. 10. Pilate said unto them, Ye have a watch, go your way, make it as sure as you can. So they went and made the sepulcher sure,

sealing the stone and setting a watch till the third day should be past.

It tells us that Nicodemus was at the tomb with the spices and that the ladies 

purchased spices on a preparation day that fell between the High day and the seventh day Sabbath. Because this G-12 text can be verified ancient by time, 

history and shared testimony between two existing documents recently revealed by history; It is not speculation with the evidence provided in this study to state 

that the tomb testimonies in the bible have been manipulated in history by scribes to present a Friday death which causes Christ to loose credibility as the 

Messiah to the unbelieving world.  To the believing world he has lost credibility, but the believers blinded by their faith in the book (false God) does not let them 

hear Godôs testimony and know it to be true keeping them cut off from God and the outpouring of the Holy Spirit. More to follow on this later in the study.

This testimony can also imply strongly that the 4 bible gospels came 

from this source document since it contains testimony specific to each Gospel.  Rock Solid evidence 

that the 4 gospels came from this written gospel will be presented later in this study.  
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(Third century Christian scripture equivalent quote of Matthew in pink at bottom)

(Preparation day 14 Nissan Lamb Killed) 31The Jews therefore, because it was the preparation, that the bodies should not remain upon the cross on the 

Sabbath day, (for that Sabbath day was an high day,) besought Pilate that their legs might be broken, and that they might be taken away. 32Then came the 

soldiers, and break the legs of the first, and of the other which was crucified with him. 33But when they came to Jesus, and saw that he was dead already, they 

break not his legs: 34But one of the soldiers with a spear pierced his side, and forthwith came there out blood and water.

(beginning of High day 15 Nissan) Now After this when evening had come, there came a rich man from Arimathea, named Joseph a prominent council member

a good and just man. He had not consented to their decision and deed, who himself had also become a disciple of Jesus,. who was himself waiting for the 

kingdom of God, coming and taking courage, but secretly, for fear of the Jews, went in to Pilate and asked for the body of Jesus. Pilate marveled that He was 

already dead; and summoning the centurion, he asked him if He had been dead for some time. So when he found out from the centurion, Pilate then

commanded the body to be given to him. When Joseph had taken the body down, he wrapped it in a clean linen cloth. And the women who had come with Him 

from Galilee, Mary Magdalene and Mary the mother of Joses, followed after bearing lamps in their hands, and they sitting opposite the tomb observed the tomb 

and how His body was laid and they made lamentation over him. He laid Him in a tomb which had been hewn out of the rock where no one had ever lain before,

and he rolled a large stone against the door of the tomb, and departed. It was about the beginning of the second watch when they buried him. On the next day, 

which followed the Day of Preparation (still High day by Jewish reckoning of time) the chief priests and Pharisees gathered together to Pilate, saying, ñSir, we 

remember, while He was still alive, how that deceiver said, óAfter three days I will rise.ô Therefore command that the tomb be made secure until the third day be 

past, lest His disciples come by night and steal Him away,and say to the people, óHe has risen from the dead.ô So the last deception will be worse than the first.ò 

Pilate said to them, ñYou have a guard; go your way, make itas secure as you know how.ò So they went and made the tomb secure, sealing the stone and 

setting the guard till the third day should be past. There at the tomb they kept watch for three days and three nights. (End testimony for High day; begin 

testimony for Preparation day 16 Nissan) And when the Sabbath was past, that day was the Preparation; Mary Magdalene, and Mary the mother of James, and 

Salome, had bought sweet spices, Then they returned and prepared spices and fragrant oils that they might come and anoint him. (End testimony for 

Preparation day 16 Nissan; Begin Seventh day Sabbath 17 Nissan) And they rested on the Sabbath according to the commandment. (End Seventh day Sabbath 

17 Nissan; Begin testimony for First day of the week 18 Nissan) The first day of the week cometh Mary Magdalene early, when it was yet dark, unto the 

sepulcher, and seeth the stone taken away from the sepulcher. 
In the end of the Sabbath, as it began to dawn toward the first day of the week, came Mary Magdalene and the other Mary to see the sepulcher.

ñAt even on the Sabbath, when the first day of the week drew on, came Mary Magdalene and the other Mary to see the tomb.ò

Now upon the first day of the week, very early in the morning, they came unto the sepulcher, bringing the spices which they had prepared, and certain others 

with them. 

And very early in the morning the first day of the week, they came unto the sepulcher at the rising of the sun. 

This is how the burial Scene playôs out when you add in the testimony from the G-12 text that appears to be missing from the bible gospels. 

Remember that my Notes are bracketed in Black illustrating the day transitions. Question to ask is this: Every testimony is represented in this 

understanding and there is no verse of substance that need be ignored. Is there any confusion regarding this event as it is listed on this page? 

Is it consistent with the prophecies concerning the Event? One note of extreme importance is that the Friday death concept is not consistent with

The Prophecies.  Men in history have made excuses with many broad and differing theories for the acceptance of this flaw, unfortunately

This flaw does not illustrate a solid foundation of Christ fulfilling what was spoken in accordance with any known calendar system of time.

The purpose for including a testimony from a 3rd century Christian in PINK is to illustrate the perceptional difference in time presented by what is 

supposed to be Matthew testimony.  Did Matthew Testimony speak differently in the 2/3rd Century?  We are going to cover the document containing 

this line of Matthew testimony because he has a very interesting perception of understanding concerning when the last supper was held.

G-12 Testimony in Red

The words preserved from G-12 seem to validate that Christ remained on the cross into the hours of darkness and Christ was not placed in the tomb until the 

beginning of the second watch. (approximately 9PM) or 2 ½ -3 hours after sunset.  We will cover 3rd century Christian testimony that places Christ coming out of 

the tomb 3 hours after the Sabbath ended when the evening of the first day of the week was beginning. This would be consistent with the ancient testimonies 

and the prophecies concerning the event.  One thing that is clear is that the Lord did not rise on the Sabbath day as some claim unless there is a prophecy to 

state this along with Historical evidence to back it up. There are some who make this claim with out providing historical evidence. 

Pg 26 covers the Third century Christian testimony which you will find fascinating.

Four Half truths give us the perception of full truth when in reality they 

simply give us confusion for this event never knowing exactly what 

happened after Christ rose, or the correct order of events for who was 

at the tomb and when, or how many angels were present and when.  

On the next page we will see this confusion eliminated by a testimony 

that is verified ancient on page 28 and 31.  This gives us the 

understanding that someone did tamper with bible gospels and took 

information out to portray their perception of events based on their 

ignorance of what actually happened. The testimonies where not 

always this chopped up and the next page bares witness of this!

had prepared, and there were others with her. 2. And as they were going, they said among themselves, who shall roll away the stone from the door of the 

sepulcher? For it was great. And when they came to the place and looked, they saw that the stone was rolled away. 3. For behold there was a great 

earthquake; and the angel of the Lord descended from heaven, and rolled back the stone from the door, and sat upon it. His countenance was like lighting and 

his raiment white as snow: And for fear of him the keepers did shake and became as dead men. 4. And the angel answered and said unto the women, Fear not 

ye, for I know that ye seek Jesus, which was crucified. He is not here: for he is risen, as he said. 5. Come, see the place where the Lord lay. And go quickly and 

tell his disciples that he is risen from the dead; and, behold he goeth before you into Galilee; there shall ye see him; lo, I have told you. 6. And they entered in 

and found not the body of Jesus. Then she ran and came to Simon Peter and the other disciple whom Jesus loved, and said unto them, They have taken away 

the Lord out of the sepulcher, and we know not where they have laid him. 7. And they ran and came to the sepulcher, and looking in, they saw the linen clothes 

lying, and the napkin that had been about his head not lying with the linen clothes, but wrapped up in a place by itself.

Itôs because of these two scriptures below that the High Sabbath/High day mentioned in the bible is able to fall annually, onthe 15th day of the 

first month, not ñonlyò when a ceremonial Sabbath falls in conjunction with A seventh day Sabbath like in the case of 33 AD. Based on the lunar 

cycle, and the High Day being specific to the 15th day of the first month.  This day could have fallen on a Thursday as presented for the 30 AD 

slide which is where Daniel 70 weeks prophecy says" the Messiah shall be cut off in the midst of the week.ò Because this day was a Holy 

Convocation Sabbath; the day preceding the 15th Nissan; (14th Nissan) would have been a preparation day, and the day where the Lamb was to be 

slaughtered as exodus 12 states.

-[v. 13] Wherefore, when you fast, pray and intercede for [[181]] them that are lost; as we also did when our Savior suffered. [v. 14] For while He 

was yet with us before He suffered, as we were eating the Passover with Him, He said to us: To-day, in this night, one of you will betray me. (p. 88) 

And we said unto Him, each one of us: Is it I, Lord? And he answered and said to us: He that putteth forth his hand with me into the dish [Mk 

14.30; Mt 26.21-23 (Mk 14.18-20)]. And Judas Iscariot, who was one of us, rose up and went his way to betray Him [cf. Jn 13.30]. Then our Lord said 

to us: Verily I say unto you, a little while and ye will leave me; for it is written: I will strike the shepherd, and the lambs of his flock shall be 

scattered [Jn 16.32; Mt 26.31; Mk 14.27]. And Judas came with the scribes and with the priests of the people, and betrayed our Lord Jesus.

-Now this was done on the fourth day of the week. For when we had eaten the Passover on the third day of the week at even, we went forth to the 

Mount of Olives; and in the night they seized our Lord Jesus. And the next day, which was the fourth of the week, He remained in ward in the 

house of Caiaphas the high priest. And on the same day the chiefs of the people were assembled and took counsel against Him. And on the next 

day again, which was the fifth of the week, they brought Him to Pilate the governor.

And 

afterwards again, (there was) the night of the Sabbath of the Passion. -- But in the Gospel of Matthew it is thus written: At even on the sabbath, 

when the first day of the week drew on, came Mary Magdalene and the other Mary to see the tomb. And there was a great earthquake: for an angel 

of the Lord came down and rolled away the stone [Mt 28.1-2]. -- And again (there was) the day of the Sabbath; and then three hours of the night 

after the Sabbath, wherein our Lord slept. And that was fulfilled which He said: The Son of man must pass three days and three nights in the heart 

of the earth [Mt 12.40], as it is written in the Gospel.

-In this article from the third century we see a Bishop quoting Matthew scripture that differs slightly from what is recorded in Bible gospel scripture today for 

Matthew ñIn the end of the Sabbath, as it began to dawn toward the first day of the week, came Mary Magdalene and the other Mary to see the sepulcherò. If 

the Apostles testimony was never altered then why is this bishop so confused based on today's denominationally recognized time line of events regarding 

Christôs arrest, crucifixion to the resurrection, and why is he quoting words that no longer exist in our bible's today whichgive a slightly different perception of 

time regarding when Christ rose?  More over he has the most interesting explanation of night and day scenario for placing Christ figuratively in the tomb for 3 

days and 3 nights even though the presentation presents a Friday Death; after presenting that the last supper occurred on a Tuesday night.  These men in the 

second century just Did not understand how a preparation day could have occurred on Wednesday and thus started the Friday tradition that exists today 

through the further manipulation of Apostles testimony to present a Friday death perception as truth VS a Wednesday Death. This witness gives the earliest 

time of Christ risen from the tomb.

NARRATIVE OF JOSEPH OF ARIMATHAEA, THAT BEGGED THE LORD'S BODY; IN WHICH ALSO HE BRINGS IN THE CASES OF THE TWO 

ROBBERS.

The first, his name Gestas, put travelers to death, murdering them with the sword, and others he exposed naked. And he hung up women by the 

heels, head down, and cut off their breasts, and drank the blood of infants limbs, never having known God, not obeying the laws, being violent from 

the beginning, and doing such deeds. 

And the case of the other was as follows: He was called Demas, and was by birth a Galilean, and kept an inn. He made attacks upon the rich, but was 

good to the poor--a thief like Tobit, for he buried the bodies of the poor. (2) And he set his hand to robbing the multitude of the Jews, and stole the 

law (3) itself in Jerusalem, and stripped naked the daughter of Caiaphas, who was priestess of the sanctuary, and took away from its place the 

mysterious deposit itself placed there by Solomon. Such were his doings. 

And Jesus also was taken on the third day, before the Passover, in the evening. And to Caiaphas and the multitude of the Jews it was not a 

Passover, but it was a great mourning to them, on account of the plundering of the sanctuary by the robber. And they summoned Judas Iscariot, and 

spoke to him, for he was son of the brother (4) of Caiaphas the priest. He was not a disciple before the face of Jesus; but all the multitude of the 

Jews craftily supported him, that he might follow Jesus, not that he might be obedient to the miracles done by Him, nor that he might confess Him, 

but that he might betray Him to them, wishing to catch up some lying word of Him, giving him gifts for such brave, honest conduct to the amount of 

a half shekel, of gold each day. And he did this for two years with Jesus, as says one of His disciples called John. 

And on the third day, before Jesus was laid hold of, Judas says to the Jews: Come, let us hold a council; for perhaps it was not the robber that stole

the law, but Jesus himself, and I accuse him. And when these words had been spoken, Nicodemus, who kept the keys of the sanctuary, came in to 

us, and said to all: Do not do such a deed. For Nicodemus was true, more than all the multitude of the Jews. And the daughter of Caiaphas, Sarah by 

name, cried out, and said: He himself said before all against this holy place, I am able to destroy this temple, and in three days to raise it. The Jews 

say to her: Thou hast credit with all of us. For they regarded her as a prophetess. And assuredly, after the council had been held, Jesus was laid 

hold of.

Then opened he their understanding, that they might understand the scriptures. And said unto them, Thus it is written, and thus it behooved the Christ to suffer, and to rise 

from the dead after the third day. And that repentance and remission of sins should be preached in my name among all nations, beginning at Jerusalem.

57 Then some rose up and bore false witness against Him, saying, 58 ñWe heard Him say, óI will 

destroy this temple made with hands, and within three days I will build another made without hands.ôò 59 But not even then did their testimony 

agree. 

In the Mark 14 verse below we see men bearing false witness against Christ.  Pay close 

attention to the witness testimony they gave. Even the bible tells us that what is recorded in 

the next verse below is the false witness concerning the death and resurrection.

In this Next verse we see the Pharisees asking for a guard to watch the tomb. Here they quote what Christ actually stated and if the quote is true this 

would be what Christ had to fulfill.  The Pharisees were a major Critique of Christ.  If Christ fell short of this there would have been no reason for the 

Pharisees to circulate in a false report that Christôs body was stolen.  They would have simply had to claim him to be a false prophet who did not 

fulfill what he spoke.

Matthew 27: 62-64

62 On the next day, which followed the Day of Preparation, the chief priests and Pharisees gathered together to Pilate, 63 saying, ñSir, we remember, 

while He was still alive, how that deceiver said, óAfter three days I will rise.ô64 Therefore command that the tomb be made secure until the third day, 

lest His disciples come by night and steal Him away,and say to the people, óHe has risen from the dead.ô So the last deception will be worse than the 

first.ò 65 Pilate said to them, ñYou have a guard; go your way, make itas secure as you know how.ò 66 So they went and made the tomb secure, 

sealing the stone and setting the guard. 

The G-12 text shows us that the tomb would be guarded until the third day be passed.

Command therefore that the sepulcher be made sure until the third day be past, lest his disciples come 

by night and steal him away, and say unto the people, He is risen from the dead, so the last error shall be worse than the first. 

10. Pilate said unto them, Ye have a watch, go your way, make it as sure as you can. So they went and made the sepulcher sure, sealing the stone and 

setting a watch till the third day should be past.

It becomes clear that the mark 14 testimony is a recording of the False Witnesses testimony concerning Christôs prophecy.  When compared 

to the Matthew 27 verse we see The Pharisees quote clearly what Jesus actually spoke and therefore had to fulfill if he was indeed the Son of God 

and prophesied Messiah.  We then see that words were taken out of the bible gospels when compared to the G-12 text. Was this done to support the 

False testimony that Christ would rebuild the temple ñwithin Three daysò.  Is this evidence of the Bad seed of Half truth sown in the night by Godôs 

enemy to cause the crucifixion confusion?

We have seen from Historical witnesses that a confusion existed in the Christian church as early as the second and third century as to what Day of 

the week Christ was captured and crucified.  Prophecy and itôs fulfillment all point to a Wednesday Death with a first day ofthe week during the 

midnight hours resurrection of the Messiah.  This would certainly be past the third day and completely fulfill the Sign of Jonah which states 3 days 

and 3 nights.  
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More evidence of Testimony Manipulation

Leviticus 23: 4-8 identifies the three verses below as an all out lie regarding Christ as the Messiah and completely destroy his credibility as the 

Messiah/Passover Lamb.  The below Verses were allegedly spoken on the 13th day of the first month.  Christ Died the next day 14 Nissan/Abib if he 

Was the Passover Lamb. For the three verses below to claim it was the first day of Unleavened bread it would have to be the 15th Day of the first 

month and Christ would have missed the sacrifice on the 14th day by Two days. If Christ was still alive on the 15th day as portrayed below then he 

would not have died until the 16th day of the first month.  Christ would not have been the Passover Lamb according to the 3 bible verses below.  

Luke 22: 7-9  From page 5  These three verses allegedly spoken on 13 Nissan imply Christ was still alive on 15 Nissan and was not crucified until 16 Nissan!

7 Then came the Day of Unleavened Bread, when the Passover must be killed. 8 And He sent Peter and John, saying, ñGo and prepare the Passover 

for us, that we may eat.ò 9 So they said to Him, ñWhere do You want us to prepare?ò

12 Now on the first day of Unleavened Bread, when they killed the Passover lamb,His disciples said to Him, ñWhere do You want us to go and 

prepare, that You may eat the Passover?ò 

Matthew 26: 17-18  from Page 3

17 Now on the first day of the Feastof the Unleavened Bread the disciples came to Jesus, saying to Him, ñWhere do You want us to prepare for You 

to eat the Passover?ò 18 And He said, ñGo into the city to a certain man, and say to him, óThe Teacher says, ñMy time is at hand; I will keep the 

Passover at your house with My disciples.òôò 

Gospel of Holy 12 contains the testimony that clears the confusion on this issue!  See below and decide for yourself. Are the three verses above bad seed sown 

in the night by Christôs enemy to cause him to loose credibility?  You decide!

Lection LXXI :10  This testimony appears to fit with real time (Exodus 12 Law) if these words were spoken on 13 Nissan and Christ was crucified on 14 Nissan!

10. And Jesus seeing the Passover night was at hand, sent two of his disciples, that they should prepare the upper room where he desired to eat 

with his twelve, and buy such things as were needful for the feast which he purposed thereafter.

Solid Evidence the 4 written bible gospels came from the Gospel of holy 12 text

The testimony for Jesus cleansing the Temple of the money changers from the G-12 text in comparison with the bible gospels and exodus 12 prophecy is able 

to provide very credible evidence that the 4 bible gospels we have today came from a single written gospel source and that the G-12 text is that source unless 

other written gospel text existed prior to the G-12 testimony.

We are told from bible verses that All scripture is inspired by God, but no where in the Bible does it say that only bible verses are the only scripture 

inspired by God.  So what are we as Christians missing by rejecting other scripture?

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By this point it is plain to see that Christ fulfilled the Three days and Three night prophecy.  As well as the Exodus 12, four day prophecy.  Itôs not my fault that 

the information needed to illustrate their fulfillment was not in the correct place in the bible, but found in verses of gospel text outside of the bible.

They didnôt destroy all good seed when they uprooted what they thought were tares.  There is a great deal of information in the world that appears to be 

testimony of the parent and itôs not in our many versions of the bible. Yet Matt 4:4 states clearly that man can only live byevery word that proceeded from the 

mouth of God.  If this verse is true, and legitimate words of God can be found outside of the bible, then the bible is half the truth that we are to have. What will 

you do if you hear Godôs voice and itôs not consistent with the bible or Christian tradition, but the testimony is solid?

We have but to look at the entire Christian world from the outside looking in, to see the doctrinal confusions all claiming to be the truth, which can only be explained 

as differing in perception because they are built on half the truth. All are built on the bible, all speak according to the portions of the bible that they perceive to be the 

higher truth among the differing testimonies of men within the bible, yet none speak according to the Law and testimony (Isaiah 8:20), but God says if we build on 

him, the true Rock, we will be solid. Our perception of Solid when built on the bible comes from the ñdenominational tradition" we accept as the highest perception 

of Bible truth.

Two differing doctrines in the bible that can only both be true if put into true context of time. These verses are vital to understanding the resurrection of the son of Man.

John The Baptist was the first to proclaim Christ as the Only Begotten. John the Baptist using his human perception of a man, proclaimed correctly that Christ 

was the only begotten, since at the time the proclamation was made, Christ was the only son of man to have received the baptism of Water (repentance) and 

Spirit (wisdom of God within/Laws of love written on the heart). The next 3 pages will illustrate why this statement is true. The G-12 text being a more complete 

gospel, is the only Gospel to put (only Begotten) into the correct context with time. The 4 bible gospels combined have only 89 chapters of information Much of 

which is redundant and G-12 text contains 96 chapters of continuous testimony containing a great deal of more information in a more prophetically correct 

chronology of time; It can be determined with out speculation that the 4 Gospels we have today came from the G-12 Gospel.  Some have speculated that the G-

12 was a compellation of the 4 gospels.  The evidence in this study and the overall content structure of G-12 illustrates that the 4 bible gospels came from one 

gospel source that was broken up and divided for reasons that can only fulfill the prophecies of spiritual famine. This occurred very early in the Christian 

movement. The Way (movement started by Christ) had no need for written text since the Spirit of God was within from Pentecost speaking for them. 

Due to John the Baptistôs untimely death, He did not know that many were born again on/after the day of Pentecost which followed the Crucifixion.  Due to 

someone breaking up a single Gospel to make 4 half truth gospels MATT, MARK, LUKE, JOHN; and passing them off as thought 4 separate Disciples wrote 

them, The gospel titled John gives the perception that Christ would be the only Son of God when Christ himself taught that we would all be sons and daughters 

of the Most High when we walked in the ways of His parent as He did.  The next Three pages that follow, illustrate very clearly this concept and also illustrate 

the current state of Mankind as a whole.

The purpose of this page is to illustrate when Prophecy said Christ was Conceived of the heavenly parent.  In G-12 we see 

the testimony preserved which illustrates the prophecy fulfillment of Psalms 2:7.  We also can see in two versions of the 

bible below the same testimony in a footnote. This gives additional credibility to the legitimacy of the G-12 text being ancient

because it shares testimony with other ancient gospel texts known as logins.  Daniel prophecy points to Christôs Baptism for 

the spiritual birth of Messiah, not the physical birth.

The significance of Christ being born again illustrates to what extent the son of Man Jesus was born according to the Flesh, 

just as your bible says in many verses, but is contradicted by the divided half truth bible testimony regarding the conception 

of Christ.  Both Matt and Luke give partial testimony for the conception of Christ only to illustrate that Christ did not come 

according to the flesh as you and I come according to the flesh.  Instead Matt and Luke in the canonized Roman gospels 

illustrate Christ coming according to special circumstances. Most believe Christ rose from the dead after being killed on the

cross.  He actually rose from the dead on the day of his baptism of repentance which John the Baptist taught including his 

baptism by the holy spirit (dove).  It was then that the spirit of the heavenly parent was incarnated into the flesh of Jesus

making him the faithful witness firstborn from the dead.  Rev 1:5

To say that Christ was the only begotten of the heavenly parent (God) is to say that there would be no more.  Yet we saw in 

many verses on the previous page from bible testimony that he was firstborn which implies there were many more born 

from the dead and for this to have happened after Christ, it can only be talking of spiritual re-birth since many were raised 

from Graves before Christ.  We are all to be born again just as Christ was born again by following the example of the Law 

as Christ was the Lawgiver (genesis 49:10).  There are many things missing from your bible gospels, but preserved in the 

G-12 text that illustrates how this is accomplished.  With out being born again we will not see the kingdom of heaven!  

The next page illustrates the importance of coming out of the darkness started many centuries ago when many anti-Christ 

deceivers claimed Christ did not come according to the flesh.

Understanding The Feast of weeks, first fruits, Pentecost!

Many Christians today have the misconception that the first fruits overcame death when they were raised from the graves on the day Christ rose from the Tomb. Before those 

risen from graves could see the kingdom of heaven, they first had to be born again by the wisdom and light of God since they were raised from what Christ called sleep. It is this 

misconception that cause some people today to reject the reality of a Wednesday Crucifixion with a resurrection during the midnight hours of the first day of the week.  Though 

people were raised from their graves on the day Christ rose from the Tomb.  They who rose with Christ had yet to rise from the spiritual death.  They had to be born again. There 

were many that Christ rose from physical death/sleep prior to his crucifixion and resurrection, but none were raised from spiritual death until Pentecost. This is why Christ is the 

first faithful witness. Rev 1:5 and from Jesus Christ, the faithful witness, the firstborn from the dead. This was accomplished for Christ on the day of His baptism of Water 

and Spirit at the beginning of His ministry.  On Pentecost There were many who were born from spiritual death (born again) and at that time, Begotten of the heavenly parent .

Though the bible in its current state does not mention the details of what Christ taught for many days after his resurrection from the tomb, there are ancient text that do mention 

them.  His words were the feast of weeks for those who came out of their graves. Jesus taught them until the day of His ascension. The Apostles along with those who came out 

of graves would have received the outpouring of the Holy Spirit on the day of Pentecost (Day of the giving of the Word/Law). The day of Pentecost (the word/Law/spirit of God) 

dwelled in the Temple made with out mans hands.  They walked in the day and no longer stumbled. We in the darkness of night still stumble and make excuses for this!

Hebrew Calendar

http://www.hebcal.com/hebcal/?year=30;v=1;month=4;yt=G;nh=on;nx=on;i=off;vis=on;c=off;geo=zip
Understanding the spiritual meaning of 

Pentecost and the feast of weeks can only 

be understood if we know what Christ 

accomplished in the flesh and what he is 

wanting us to accomplish through His 

example. Here is the Jewish 

understanding for Pentecost.

Shavu'ot, the Festival of Weeks, is the 

second of the three major festivals with 

both historical and agricultural 

significance (the other two are Passover

and Sukkot). Agriculturally, it 

commemorates the time when the first 

fruits were harvested and brought to the 

Temple, and is known as Hag ha-Bikkurim 

(the Festival of the First Fruits). 

Historically, it celebrates the giving of the 

Torah at Mount Sinai, and is also known 

as Hag Matan Torateinu (the Festival of the 

Giving of Our Torah). 

The period from Passover to Shavu'ot is a 

time of great anticipation. We count each 

of the days from the second day of 

Passover to the day before Shavu'ot, 49 

days or 7 full weeks, hence the name of 

the festival. See The Counting of the 

Omer. The counting reminds us of the 

important connection between Passover 

and Shavu'ot: Passover freed us 

physically from bondage, but the giving of 

the Torah on Shavu'ot redeemed us 

spiritually from our bondage to idolatry 

and immorality. Shavu'ot is also known as 

Pentecost, because it falls on the 50th 

day; 

Red Star is first day of feast of weeks blue star is Pentecost.

Hebrew calendar numerical dates differ from Gregorian calendar.  Week cycle and lunar cycle remain consistent

Pretty solid historical Data reveals that 30 AD is the 15th year of the rein of Tiberius Caesar. The Problem facing the Christian world is that the Matthew 

testimony for King Herrod has equally credible evidence placing Herrodôs death in 4 BC.

Credible historical  evidence illustrate 30 AD to be the 15th year of the rein of 

Tiberius, yet Luke Strongly implies this to be the year Christôs ministry 

began at the age of 30. The Matt testimony regarding Herod, implies very 

credibly that Christ would have to be 33-34 years of age by 30 AD.  This 

means Christ would have died at age 36-37 if he died in 33 AD causing 

great conflict in age and time perception for the Christian world, which they 

are forced to rationalize.

Below is an outline of the theory presented in ñThe Chronology of Ezra 7ò by Horn and Wood.  Their testimony for this topicrests solely on the theory that Ezra did NOT recognize 

King Artaxerxes rise to power until the start of the Tishri New Year (represented by the black lines), which actually occurred almost ten months after the fact.  This theory implies that 

457 BC was year of Artaxerxesô reign when his decree to rebuild Jerusalem went forth.  In fact, this occurred in 458 BC basedon when the king actually came to power and the 

testimony of Ezra 7. 

While the book goes into a lengthy discussion on this topic and everything regarding Tishri New Year is true, the testimony by Horn and Wood regarding the Tishri New Yearôs 

impact on (Ezra 7:7-9), is not likely.  It seems to be nothing more than a lengthy justification for what is the incorrect start date for The Daniel 70 Weeks Prophecy and The 2300 Day 

Prophecy.
